The ponies are costumed with dazzling bows in their tails and plumes in their heads. The decorated wagon is filled with people who are decked out in colorful handmade clothing and hats. The two children in the wagon are dressed as Betsy Ross and Uncle Sam. The flags decorate the back of the wagon; one flag is the 13 star flag that became the official U.S. flag on June 14 1777. The second flag represents the current 50 stars.  Following the wagon are three riders on horseback who also carry the colors of red white and blue. Parade watchers should note the hooves of the ponies and horses that are painted red white and blue with stars.

WAMSTAR (Whitewater Area Mounted Search Team and Rescue) is a all volunteer, fully trained, mounted search team, that has been in existence for about 4 years, We can provide valuable assistance to law enforcement for the search of lost and missing persons. We cover Walworth, Rock and Jefferson Counties.

We use will trained horses that are able to search large tracts of forest snow mobile/trails, open fields and other terrain to locate such things as downed aircraft, lost hunters, or hikers lost in the woods, the elderly and the young.


Some advantages of a horse are; they do not track scents, like dogs, but they do have highly developed senses of hearing, smell and sight. They are instinctively aware of their surroundings and will alert on anything out of the ordinary, especially the presence or another human or animal. They can detect something well in advance of the rider. A good mounted team will investigate anything that attracts the horses attention..


By using horse and rider teams we are able to gain the following advantages; 


-Mounted teams are better able to perform a quick search and containment due to the fast travel speed without sacrificing clues.


-Mounted teams are not hindered by such things as terrain, climate, ground cover, or length of time missing.


-Mounted teams receive regular training, including simulated rescue missions over actual terrain.


The search rider and horse unit must adhere to all requirements for search training provided by the National Search and Rescue.

Ataxia-telangiectasia ((“ay-TACK-see-uh Teh-LSN-sha”) or “A-T” as we call it, is a progressive, degenerative disease that affects a startling variety of body systems. A-T is a lethal genetic disease that attacks children, causing progressive loss of muscle control, immune system problems, and a strikingly high rate of cancer, especially leukemia and lymphoma. To have A-T is like taking Parkinson’s, Cerebral Palsy, Cystic Fibrosis, Cancer and Aids and rolling it into one horrific disease.

A-T is presently incurable and unrelenting. If they are lucky enough not to develop cancer, most A-T children are dependent on wheelchairs well before the age of eight, not because their muscles are too weak, but because they cannot control them. Later, A-T patients usually die from respiratory failure or cancer by their early or late teens or early twenties. A few A-T patients live into their forties, but they are extremely rare. There are less than 500 known kids in the US that have this disease.

Senator Cullen has served his community and state on numerous boards and commissions. He and his wife, Barbara, established a foundation that sends high school juniors to work as interns in the State Capitol each summer.

His return to the Senate is the longest gap of service of any Senator in state History: 24 years.
